The Council of the City of Parkersburg met in regular session Tuesday, July 23, 2019 at 7:30 PM in the
Council Chambers on the second floor of the Municipal Building at One Government Square, Parkersburg, WV.

The meeting was called to order by Council President, Mike Reynolds, who presided over the meeting.

The Clerk noted those members attending as Councilmen Dave McCrady, Sharon Kuhi, Bob Mercer, Eric
Barber, JR Carpenter, John Reed, Zach Stanley, Jeff Fox, and Mike Reynolds.

MINUTES —the clerk presented minutes from the regular Council meeting held July 9, 2019. With no
corrections or additions, the minutes were approved as previously distributed.

REPORTS FROM STANDING OR SPECIAL COMMITTEES ~ No reports.

MESSAGE FROM THE EXECUTIVE - Mayor Tom Joyce announced that Tuesday, August 6, 2019 will be
National Night Out and Parkersburg is hosting games and food at the City Park pool/splash pad area. The purpose
of this event is for children to get to know our first responders and community in a friendly atmosphere.

PUBLIC FORUM - Jennifer Bryant, Market Street, stated that one of her neighbors received a letter about
an upcoming BZA meeting about signs, and did not think they had been notified in a timely manner. She also
mentioned that the Juliana ARB does not have a full number of members at this time, the City does not have a social
media policy, or code of ethics policy.

Debbie Jeffrey and Scot Heckert told Council this was Parkersburg's 4™ year for National Night Out, and said
it was important to our entire Nation. They thanked all the sponsors including Mayor Joyce and City Council, and
invited all kids from our area to attend August 6", 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM.

CITY COUNCIL FORUM — Mr. Carpenter stated that the Avery Street Historical Committee met two weeks
ago with our Code Department, and afterwards asked him if they could do more through our Home Rule to help with
slum and blighted areas.

City Attorney, Joe Santer, stated that we were still bound by the State Building Code which is run by the State
Fire Marshall, and under Home Rule we can't make any changes to the building code. There was a lawsuit, and we
are not to make any modifications to the building code. When Mr. Carpenter asked about more penalties, such as
increasing vacant properties fees, Mr. Santer said they would be able to do that.

WEST VIRGINIA REAP LITTER CONTROL GRANT PROGRAM
2020 GRANT AGREEMENT RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the City of Parkersburg recognizes the existence of a litter problem within the boundaries of the
City of Parkersburg, and

WHEREAS, the West Virginia Litter Control Program of 1985 provides matching grants of “litter control funds”
through the West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection for the purpose of establishing local litter control
programs, and

WHEREAS, the City of Parkersburg has been awarded a 2020 Litter Control Grant from the West Virginia
Department of Environmental Protection in the amount of $3,000; and

WHEREAS. the Litter Control Grant requires a match from the City of Parkersburg. A match of $3,000 will
be funded from the Police Department Overtime Budget for Fiscal Year 2020 and these funds will be used to assist
with the police supervision of inmates completing litter cleanup projects for said program.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERSBURG, that Mayor,
Tom Joyce be and hereby is authorized to sign a grant agreement in the amount of $3,000 to the West Virginia
Department of Environmental Protection, Division of Land Restoration, for a REAP Litter Control Grant.

(10) foot wide unnamed public right-of-way located on City Tax Map 113, between Parcels Cl and C6,
be vacated;

WHEREAS, the City believes it proper to do so and,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERSBURG HEREBY ORDAINS
that the following described property is hereby vacated and closed as a public thoroughfare.

Situate in the City of Parkersburg, County of Wood, State of West Virginia, and being more particularly
described as follows:

The intent of this description is to vacate the 10 feet wide unnamed alley, running from the southerly
line of Dooley Avenue, in a southeasterly direction, 229 feet more or less to its terminus, as platted in
E.W. Ross Addition, recorded in Plat Book 4, Page 122 in the Office of the Clerk of the County
Commission of Wood County, West Virginia.

This description was prepared by Randy A. Sheppard, Professional Surveyor No. 860, and is based on
instruments of record. Reference is being made to a plat attached hereto and made part of this
description.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERSBURG that the City shall
retain a permanent easement for the benefit of the City of Parkersburg, the Parkersburg Utility
Board, and all other public utility companies, for ingress and egress over, along and under said
portion of right-of-way for the installation, maintenance, location, relocation and removal of
public utilities of any kind, and

Mayor Tom Joyce is accordingly authorized to execute a quitclaim deed conveying the interest of the
City of Parkersburg to the abutting property owner.

FOOT WIDE UNNAMED PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY
LOCATED ON PARKERSBURG CITY TAX MAP
59, BETWEEN PARCELS 41 THROUGH 46

The Municipal Planning Commission of the City of Parkersburg recommends that a fifteen
(15) foot wide unnamed right-of-way located on City Tax Map 58, between Parcels 41 through 46, be
vacated,

WHEREAS, the City believes it proper to do so and,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERSBURG HEREBY ORDAINS that
the following described property is hereby vacated and closed as a public thoroughfare.

Situate in the City of Parkersburg, County of Wood, State of West Virginia, and being more particularly
described as follows:

Beginning atthe northeast comer of Lot 224 of Franklin Place Addition No. 1, recorded inthe Plat
Book 3, Page 38, in the office of the Clerk of the County Commission of Wood County, West Virginia;
thence with the northerly lines of Lots 224 through 221 inclusive ofthe aforesaid addition, in a
northwesterly direction, 150.52 feet more or less, to the northwest comer of said Lot 221; thence with
the westerly terminus of the unnamed 15 foot wide alley to be vacated, in a northeasterly direction, 15
feet more or less, to the southwest comer of Lot 225 of the aforesaid addition; thence with the
southerly line of said Lot 225, in a southeasterly direction, 150.52 feet more or less, to-the southeast
comer of said Lot 225: thence with the westerly line of Harmon Street, also known as Queen Avenue, now
vacated, in a southwesterly direction, 15 feet more or less, to the place of beginning.

BEITFURTHER ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THECITY OF PARKERSBURG
the City shall not maintain a utility easement for the vacated and closed public thoroughfare so as to
encourage private investment and redevelopment in the property of City Tax Map 59, Parcels 41
through 46, and in the portion of the 15 foot right-of-way described herein that would revert back to the
property owner.

Mayor Tom Joyceis accordingly authorized to execute a quitclaim deed conveying the interest of
the City of Parkersburg to the abutting property owner.

MOTION — Mr. Reed moved, seconded by Mr. Stanley, to adopt the ordinance on final
reading, and the motion was adopted by unanimous vote.
